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Say simple sentences using these words (from above). Say the sentence and count the words.
E.g. The frog is green.
Support your child when writing simple sentences. Show them the sounds and letters they are unsure of.
For example-
I like fish and chips.
My name is Troy.
I have got a dog.

Read a story and retell it. Can you make props or puppets to help with this?
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Learn 2 new phonic sounds. Read and write simple words containing the sounds.
