· Can you find…..  you can make a treasure hunt around the house or garden( letters/ words)
· Find pictures of something that interests your child, you could label it, share write a story with you scribing
· Handwriting- if your child is confident have a go at writing the word with a particular letter. Forming the letters correctly.

Maths ideas
In school we do a maths input each day which includes counting and recognising numbers. Here are some ideas of things you could do at home together.
· Go on a number hunt/shape hunt around your house
· Counting objects carefully around your house
· Use objects to add and subtract and try to record your work as a picture/number sentence. Ask you child… “How do you know the answer is…?”
· “Guess my number” games e.g. my number is 1 more than… what is my number? Start using numbers to  5 and move up to 10  . Children can use a number line to support them
· Role-play a shop at your house
· Games like snakes and ladders or dominoes
· Sharing objects equally at a teddy bears picnic/setting a table
· Recognising numbers using magnets
· Make repeating patterns
· Weighing ingredients to follow a recipe
