Re: Year 11 Leaving Arrangements 

Dear Parents, Carers and Year 11 Students 

As the Year 11 exam series enter its final weeks, we wanted to clarify the final arrangements for Year 11 students. 

In addition to student exam timetables and statements of entry, all exam dates are published on the school 
calendar and you will be aware that Year 11 exams are scheduled until Thursday 23rd June 2022. During this time, 
students are expected to attend school as usual until the end of their examinations.  
 
Until Thursday 23rd June, lessons will therefore take one of two forms: 

• In subjects where there are still exams to be sat, students will continue to attend lessons (obviously 
allowing for when they may have other exams) and receive taught revision in that subject until they have 
completed all examined components. 

• If students have sat all exams for a subject, they will still continue to come to lessons and be supervised 
by their teacher, but will be expected to undertake independent revision and come prepared with all 
relevant materials they may need. 

 
If students are unable to attend school for any reason during this time, written evidence must be provided by 
parents for the absence, otherwise all absence will be treated as unauthorised.  
 
On Thursday 23rd June, the day will run as follows: 

• 09:00 – GCSE Physics Exam 
• 11:30 – Hog Roast (and Veggie alternatives) with music and photos on the field. 
• 13:00 – Final Assembly – Awards, Memories, Year Books. (We are also hoping for Hoodies). 
• 14:00 – Year 11 leave us (students who catch buses will be able to do so at 3pm as normal). 

 
Students are expected to be in full school uniform throughout the day. 
 
As previously communicated, the prom will then take place from 5:30pm on Friday 24th June at Fakenham 
Racecourse. Students remain on roll with us as APHS students until midnight on Friday 24th June.  
 
In order for Students to receive their prom tickets, they must complete the “sign-off sheet” attached and return 
all borrowed resources, equipment and course textbooks. Hard copies have been given to all students. 
 
Well done to all students (and parents!) for the way in which you have approached this unprecedented exam 
series. We hope that you are able to produce a strong finish in the remaining exams and wish you all the best.
