We have recently been reminding children about the before and after school ‘rules’ for them and their
younger siblings - lots of them still forget what we expect so | thought it would be useful to share with parents
as well so you can support us with these:

Before School - stay off the grass and equipment so that shoes are clean when children go into school
After School - very happy for children to play on the field and equipment but once we have handed them over
to you, please keep an eye on them. They know they should not climb the trees or the fence, and should not

go on the top of the climbing frame

Wild Area - children know they should stick to the mown paths, not climb on the signs or the logs and not pick
flowers, leaves, blossom etc
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Bikes and scooters - get off them at the gate and push them to the bike and scooter racks rather than riding
across the playground.
