Peel High School

WE offer additional bespoke Transition Days to all students with Special Educational Needs,
students who may be anxious about high school and students lacking in confidence.

WE offer every Year 6 student THREE Transition Days - with a key message of “Aiming High,
Working Hard”to unleash their FULL Potential.

WE have a Transition Evening for parents/carers to carefully explain how they can work with the
school to ensure their child’s full potential is unleashed. Also,to share in our school’s ethos and
values.

WE provide every parent/carer with a Year 7 handbook. This provides parents/carers with clear
access on how to support their child in high school e.g. who to contact for different purposes,
guidance on attendance and homework.

WE offer every parent/carer access to their child’s daily positive/negative feedback from subject
staff via our online Parent App. This allows parent/carers to take an active role in their child’s
education.

WE ensure any new student starting APHS has a tour of the school with their parent/carer during
the school day. The parent/carer and student also meet with key school leaders to go through
school expectations.

AT ALDERMAN PEEL HIGH SCHOOL, WE STRIVE TO NURTURE AND DEVELOP

We therefore embrace a curriculum that is broad,well balanced and flexible enough to meet the
needs of each individual student. All students are encouraged and supported to achieve their
full potential and to celebrate their successes. We firmly believe that by making learning
challenging, innovative and engaging we help our students acquire the skills to become
resilient,resourceful and reflective learners,both within and beyond the classroom.

KEY STAGE 3 (11-13YEARS) YEARS 7-9

During the first three years,students build on their successful work at primary school to develop
the knowledge, skills and understanding which form the foundation for future study at Key
Stage 4 and beyond.

Our Key Stage 3 Curriculum includes the following subjects: English, Mathematics, Science,
French, Spanish, Geography, History, Religious Education, Art, Design and Design Technology,
Music,Drama,Physical Education,Computing,Self & Society and Citizenship Education.

KEY STAGE 4 (14-16 YEARS) YEARS 10-11

At Key Stage 4, all students follow a core curriculum,in line with the National Curriculum,which
includes English Language,English Literature,Maths,Science (Double or Triple),core PE and Self
& Society. In addition to the core subjects,students are given the opportunity to select a variety
of other GCSE or equivalent subjects to meet their needs. The range of subjects students can
choose from within is extensive and diverse, ensuring that students have a broad range of
qualifications upon completion.

THE'MOSTABLE,GIFTED AND TALENTED STUDENTS (MAGT)’

Identifying the gifted and talented continues to be a voyage of discovery. Some students will
already have been identified as gifted and talented’ at their primary schools, but others will
emerge later in response to the challenging opportunities offered in secondary school. At
Alderman Peel High School we are committed to helping students uncover their strengths, as
wellas providing for those that are already obvious.

The school pays for MAGT students to take part in the Brilliant Club (www.thebrilliantclub.org).
MAGT students are required to undertake weekly reading and writing assignments that lead to
the completion of an extended assignment that the PhD tutors then marks and grades
thoroughtly.

Most Able, Gifted and Talented students are nurtured by an appointed MAGT Co-ordinator
dedicated to ensuring that their personal learning needs are met.

SPECIALEDUCATIONALNEEDS

At Alderman Peel High School, everybody cares. In our school community, caring about the
needs of the individual is essential to ensure happiness and success.

The Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCO) and a team of highly qualified Teaching
Assistants ensure that students with Special Educational Needs are supported and make rapid
progress at Alderman Peel High School.

(to mention a few). We are a School Games Gold Award winner and students have experienced
local,regional,national and even international success.

The school is renowned for its musical and dramatic talents and alongside the concerts,
orchestral and vocal groups. The school annually presents a major musical production
and drama productions with huge numbers of students participating in each event. We are a
Music Hub School of the Year Award Winner and currently hold the Gold Standard Artsmark.

We currently offer 86 FREE lunchtime and after-school clubs per week.
