Medium Term Plan Term : Spring 2, 2026

The focus for this term will be based around signs of Spring, we will use starting points, pictures, plants, seeds, bulbs, flowers… to find out what the children know already, we will follow their interests and use the books and themes in the weeks below to shape our sustained shared thinking and learning. We will also include looking outwards at the wider world beyond our local community, by making links with Spring festivals celebrated around the world.
All areas of the curriculum will be covered each week through continuous provision. Further in depth weekly plans will show some of the child initiated activities and the follow up provision enhancements made after observations and specific knowledge of the children. At least one prime area focus is covered daily at carpet time, and children will experience our range of high quality core books as well as the theme related books on a daily basis.
