We have been so pleased to welcome the children back to school this week 
and hope you that you all had an enjoyable Easter break.  
This week we have been exploring the season of spring and the changes that 
we can see around us. The children have been particularly interested to learn 

about the birds returning after their winter migration. We have also been 
thinking about what start to grow in the spring and have begun preparations 
for our own planting and growing! 

In maths we have been exploring the concept of counting lots of objects. 
We talked about how it is impossible to accurately count a pile of objects 
and we need to move them to another pile as we count or put them into a 
line. We talked about touching or pointing to each object as we count and 
make sure we count in the right order.  

Literacy- We have also been reading lots of poetry and have discussed how 
poems are different to stories and books. Nursery Rhymes are also a type of 
poetry – we would love parents to share some poems and rhymes from their
